In each speech bubble below, record one properly cited quote (up to four lines) that best represents the scene. Then, in the text box below the quote, write two to three sentences explaining how Macbeth is tempted or corrupted by power in the scene.
Macbeth has just learned that he has become the new Thane of Cawdor. At first, he is so terrified at the idea that his heart seems to “knock” at his ribs, suggesting that his first thought is that in order to become king, he must kill the king.
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Quote: “[W]hy do I yield to that suggestion / Whose horrid image doth unfix my hair/ And make my seated heart knock at my ribs, / Against the use of nature?” (1.3.137–140)
