	Scene: Men are practicing in the town center for the play.
Bottom’s wife runs into a crowd looking for him, shouting he is a “useless dreamer.” Also, Bottom is humiliated by a group of children, so he and the other performers all decide to practice in the forest so they won’t be bothered or seen.
	The different treatment in the film causes the audience to feel compassion for Bottom. We see that Bottom is more than a foolish guy. He has dreams, and we feel bad when he is humiliated. Bottom’s wife wants him to be more stable, but Bottom can’t help who he is.
